SYDNEY 15 October 2009: Sydney’s only 5-star luxury hotel kosher kitchen has launched  

at the Sofitel Sydney Wentworth, successfully meeting the needs of the Jewish community 

under the supervision The Kashrut Authority in Sydney.
